Committee, as Branch Archivist from 1988 to 2005, and as the 

Lafayette Class  ñTea Ladyò for nearly 40 years. She catered 

lunches for a number of Teachers Workshops and was one of the 

original organizers of the Lafayette Livermore Ladies Lunch for 

the set-up crews at the Pleasanton Games.  

Virginia was a long time member of the Garfield Folk Dance 

Club where she served terms as Treasurer and President and of 

the Walnut Whirlers Folk Dance Club where she also served a
